Mundy playing Fields, Thornbury 
on
Saturday 27th September 2008

This is a good way to learn about orienteering – a simple timed ‘score’ event in a very straightforward venue, with lovely views over to the River Severn. All are welcome and there will be friendly help for beginners. You will have a maximum of  30 minutes to navigate to flagged control points, marked on an orienteering map, with points awarded for every control found and ‘punched’ onto your score card. You will need outdoor clothing and trainers or similar. Walking is allowed! Squash/water will be provided at the finish. Results will be available on the BoK website. 
Venue
Mundy Playing Fields, Thornbury. Access from Thornbury High Street, along ‘The Close’ and follow a walkway to Map Reference ST 636 899.
Parking
Free in Thornbury main town car parks. 2 minute walk to Mundy playing Fields. Car parks are: (i) Opposite The St. Marys Shopping Centre, on Rock Street, Map reference ST638 899 OR (ii) Castle Court (Left turn as you continue down Thornbury High St) Map reference 636 902. 
Directions
Take the A38 north from Bristol until you come to traffic lights signposting Thornbury left (B4061). There is a large motor showroom and Shell garage at this junction. The left takes you past Thornbury leisure centre and to a mini roundabout. The High Street is straight on from here, with parking second left (Castle Court). For alternative parking go right at the mini roundabout (avoid the turn into Tesco!). Soon after there is another mini roundabout, where you go left into Rock Street. The main car park is on your right (entrance from Bath Street) opposite St Marys Shopping Centre. Walk straight through St Marys Shopping Centre or along Chapel St. to arrive in the High St. The entrance to the Mundy playing Fields is via ‘The Close’, the first left turn off the High St. as approaching from the South (directly opposite  Besley Hill Estate agents). Walk through the alley way at the end of The Close to find the event.

Directions to the Mundy Playing Fields will be signposted from the High St.
Map
A3 size Mundy Playing Fields orienteering map scale 1:1500  ie. 1cm on the map is 15 metres on the ground.

Terrain   
Open grassland with a few scattered trees and a stream. Suitable for push chairs.
Courses
A simple 30 minute ‘score’ orienteering event with up to 20 controls. 
Timings
Starts from 10.30am to 1.30pm. Course closes at 2pm.

Entry fees
FREE. (The event is being funded from an ‘Awards for All’ grant made to St. Marys Primary School, Thornbury, to support and develop orienteering). 
Facilities
Toilets at the Mundy Playing Fields Sports Pavillion and opposite the town car park.  First Aid at the event tent. Swings and play equipment on the Playing Fields.
